E-Mail to John Rosso:

I had several questions that I wanted to discuss at the last Board of Directors Meeting.  After I got home, I decided to send an e-mail to John Rosso and ask the question that I had prepared.  I was very pleasantly surprised that he answered then immediately.  I ask John if it was OK to post these questions and answers on the Forum and Website and he said Yes.  Here are the Questions and his answers:

Have you changed the painting contract, in regard to the caulking, to say remove and replace all caulking? 

Received clarification amendment copied to those who spoke about it stating is standard language and all work covered under 7 year warranty even if not specifically recaulked. As mentioned, all windows will basically be recaulked except those under the walkways that are not exposed to sunlight or weather and should never have a problem.  All buildings are included for dryvit repair and caulking, but only the top eight floors of the Towers are being painted. The rest are planned to be done by separate funding after the repairs are finished. 

Do you plan to ask owners for an assessment to pay for work needed? 

Yes. 

Are you going to institute any of the opinions and findings of Kerns-Whitehouse?  Which? 

The sensible ones. 

Have you read the Reserve Study?  Do you plan to use it for future planning? 

yes, and we are. 

Are Owners supposed to have their tower balconies (sprawling) repaired themselves? 

The concrete spauls have already been repaired. A written survey was conducted of all tower owners and all responses handled. 

Does the Painting/Caulking contract include the Villa's and Townhouses? 

yes. All buildings. 

Is the money that the Previous Board paid for the Engineering Report and the Reserve Analysis, wasted because this Board does not plan to use them as a basis for their work?  Do you plan to use either study as a basis for your decisions? 

Have been using the study and intend to continue using portions of it. 

Have you changed the insurance coverage in any way? 

No. 

Is the Association Attorney a Condo Expert?  Who is the Association Attorney? 

The Association general Attorney has not been changed.

Many of them I have addressed in the Board meetings, but here they are again.
